Subject/ Topic/ Theme: Build your Bird Habitat
	I. Objectives

	What is the main focus of this lesson?

This lesson will focus on creating and placing the necessary components of a bird habitat.

After students finish planning and designing the proper components for a bird habitat outside their window, they will be given the opportunity to create bird houses and feeders, as well as place and design the other necessary components for their habitat.

	The classroom will be set up in its normal fashion. The students will work at their table groups during birdhouse and bird feeder building. When the students are outside their will be clear boundaries set of where they are and aren't allowed to be.

	Motivation

	-The teacher will welcome the students to day four of their New Mexico bird unit, and will tell the students to get out their scientist journals so they can find out what questions they will be investigating today. 

-The teacher will have the students turn to day four in their scientist journals and will ask a student volunteer to read the first question they will be investigating. The teacher will explain this question in another way for students. (What is the best way to design a bird habitat in order to make birds come?)
-The teacher will continue having students read the questions, and then explain them out loud, until they are all read.

	Development
	-The teacher will explain to the students that today is the day they will design and create the bird habitat outside their window!
-The teacher put up the "five essential parts of a habitat" PPT.
-The teacher will review each part and its motion with the students.

-The teacher will also pull out the class's bird habitat plan, reviewing what the class thought they needed in their bird habitat and what their habitat design was.
-The teacher will explain that the class will be making each of the habitat parts they discussed in stations. The teacher will post the station rotation PowerPoint. There will be four stations, two will be related to the bird unit.
Bird Feeder Station - Mrs. Van Dorp
-The teacher will explain that at this station they will be focusing on food, telling the students that they will be creating bird feeders for their bird habitat. 

-The teacher will tell the students that she will be passing out the materials necessary to make their bird feeders, and not to touch it until she tells them to.

-Each student will receive a toilet paper rolls and a plastic knive. The table will have two bowls of peanut butter and two trays of birdseed.

-The teacher will show the students a finished bird feeder, explaining each step for how it was created.
-The teacher will then allow the students to begin, raising their hands or asking the person next to them for help if they need it.

-When each student is finished the teacher will collect the bird feeders and tie ribbon on them in order to help them hang.
-The teacher will review with the students where the bird feeders will be placed according to their bird habitat design plan.
- The teacher will then take the students outside to hang their bird feeders.
Bird House Building Station - Ms. Stark
-The teacher will explain that shelter is necessary part in their bird habitat.

-The teacher will explain that to do this, the class will be creating eight bird feeders.

-The teacher will explain that they will be creating these bird feeders in partners (with one group of three.)
-The teacher will explain that she will be passing out the materials as she announces each partner group. She will explain that the students should not touch the materials until she gives directions.
-The teacher will explain to the students that each bird feeder comes with directions, and that the students should read the directions and try to figure out how to build the bird house together in their partner group. 

-The teacher will walk around helping each partner group figure out the next step in building their bird house. 

-The teacher will review with the students where the birdhouses will be placed according to their bird habitat design plan.
- The teacher will then take the students outside to hang their birdhouses.
-Once stations are done the teacher will bring the students back to a whole group setting.
-The teacher will explain to the students that food and shelter are now placed in their habitat.
-The teacher will then ask the students what is missing from their bird habitat checklist?

-The students will answer water.
-The teacher will show Mrs. Van Dorp where the birdbath will be put in their bird habitat plan and she will place it.

	Closure


	-The teacher will ask the students to return to their seats and to pull out their scientist journals. The teacher will tell the students to turn to the "Day Four Predictions" page. 

-The teacher will explain to the students that once scientists create a perfect habitat for an animal, they also do a lot of observation and record keeping of when animals come and what types of animals come to their habitat.
-The teacher will read the day's predictions out loud for the students, explaining that they must work on these questions individually and that they must answer in complete sentences. (These predictions will have to do with when they think birds will come and what types of birds they think they will see.)
-When they are done they will be told to draw a picture to go along with their answers.

-The teacher will also explain to the students that in the back of their scientist journals are bird observation pages. When they first start noticing birds in the feeder, they can turn to their bird observation pages and record information about it. 

-The teacher will also have the students add their investigations pages to their scientist journals.
