Subject/ Topic/ Theme:  Navajo Bird Story
	I. Objectives

	What is the main focus of this lesson?

This lesson will focus on connecting the importance of birds to a story in Native American culture.

After students learn about birds and create their own bird habitat, they will learn the importance of birds as they relate to their own Navajo culture.

	Formative: Observation and questioning will be used to gauge student understanding during the story telling.
Summative: After listening to the story, students will be constructing a listening response poem in lieu of their scientist conclusions today. This listening response poem will guide the teacher in assessing the students’ comprehension of their story and of their emotional response to the story.

	-The teacher will welcome the students to day five of their New Mexico bird unit.

-The teacher will explain that today's lesson will be focusing on how birds connect to stories in the Navajo culture, and because of this they have a special guest today to tell them a story.

-The students will be asked to welcome their guest!

	Development
	-The guest speaker will be given the option to sit on a stool in front of the classroom or have the students sit on the rug in a circle to listen.
-The guest speaker will tell a Navajo story about birds and their importance in Navajo culture.
-If needed, the teacher will ask the guest speaker when he/she is finished why this story is important in Navajo culture?
-The guest speaker will answer.

-The students will be given time to ask questions of the guest speaker.

-The guest speaker will be thanked again

-The teacher will re-gather the students at their seats. The teacher will start stations, explaining that one of their stations will be a listening response poem to the story they just heard.
-The teacher will explain to the students that instead of doing their scientist journals they will be writing a listening response poem. A listening response poem is a poem about what they think and how they feel after hearing the storyteller's story. The poem could also be based on what the story was about.
-The teacher will explain that the poem they will be writing is a cinquain, or a five-line poem since "cinq" means five in French.
-The teacher will explain to the students that she will be explaining what each line requires, but that she will not be telling the students what to write. They will each have their own individual poems to share based on what they thought or felt about the poem.

-The teacher will pass out the cinquain poem out line to the students and will place the cinquain poem explanation in front of her.
-The teacher will ask the students to not fill out anything out yet, but to wait until she has given instructions.
-While the teacher passes out materials, she will ask if a student could retell what happened in the Navajo storyteller's story.
-The teacher will explain to the students what the first two lines of the poem require, and will then give the students five minutes to work.

-The teacher will then explain the next two lines of the poem, and will give the students five-minutes to work. 

-The teacher will then explain the last line of the poem and will give the students five minutes to finish their poem, correcting previous lines if they wish.
-(If students struggle, it may be helpful to brainstorm a variety of possible answers for each line and then have the students fill out which they would like to include in their poem.)
